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FOREST CONSERVATION ACT (FCA) CELL 
 

FCA Cell, a separate unit under the Forest Environment & Wildlife Management Department, is 

being headed by the Nodal Officer with his supportive officials/staff dealing with the forest land 

diversion cases as per the provision of the Forest (Conservation) Act. Since its inception, the Act 

has facilitated many developmental activities like construction of roads, power project, irrigation 

projects, Border Outpost, schools, hospitals, rural electrification, telecommunication, drinking 

water facilities, mining etc on forest lands and checked the indiscriminate diversion of pristine 

forest areas. The updated records of the forest land diverted for various developmental purposes
